Maths

The children will improve their mental maths skills through a variety of short burst activities using and applying
their mathematical knowledge. They will be applying their addition and subtractions skills to problem solving
tasks. We will continue to work on our 2s, 5s and 10s and counting to 100 forwards and backwards. We wiill

be reading and writing numbers from 0 to 20 in words. We will be looking at measurement with a focus on
length, height, weight and volume.

English

Children will continue to develop their phonic knowledge through daily lessons. We will continue to read and
spell the high frequency words in lessons and during spelling tests.

They will be looking at a range of fiction and nonfiction texts including ‘The Gruffalo’ and animal information
books. We will be having a focus on the author Julia Donaldson and her use of rhyme in her stories.

There will be a focus on handwriting throughout the year and we will be having weekly handwriting lessons as

well as a weekly spelling test.
